Well defended on its tall volcanic crag, it has been 
occupied since prehistoric times. By the medieval  
era it was an important royal residence, and the city 
growing up around it became the nation’s capital.

Over many centuries, Edinburgh Castle has witnessed 
royal ceremonies, savage battles, medieval 
parliaments, lavish feasts, desperate sieges, grand 
parades, ruthless politics, raids by stealth, the birth of a 
king and the deaths of queens, jousting tournaments, 
troubled marriages, devout prayers and intensive 
military activity.

Scottish monarchs commissioned grand buildings 
here, both as secure lodgings and as demonstrations of 
their wealth, power and sophistication. The castle’s 
royal role continues up to the present day.

The castle is also home to important national symbols, 
such as the Honours of Scotland (the crown jewels),  
the kingmaking Stone of Destiny and the medieval  
siege cannon Mons Meg. Its long military use 
continues, and is recognised in the National War 
Museum, three regimental museums, and the 
sombrely handsome Scottish National War Memorial. 

In more recent times, Edinburgh Castle has  
gained recognition as an international icon and  
a fascinating place to visit. You are following in the 
footsteps of millions. 

This book will help you explore all the castle’s most 
interesting features, and discover its extraordinary 
history. Look out for ‘Unearthed’ text panels, which 
describe some of the most intriguing archaeological 
discoveries. The camera icons will help you find some  
of the best locations from which to take photographs.
