Introduction: 
As a result of findings on the first four full site High Level Tactile Inspections,  SMT endorsed an accelerated 
programme that will see high-level tactile sample inspection carried out initially to 16 sites identified as 
having a high risk potential.  Sample inspection for Tantallon Castle was carried out in accordance with HES 
Management of Risk Procedures as set out in High-level Fabric Policy and High level Tactile Inspection 
Procedures. 

The Sample Inspection Report only reports on high level fabric risks within pre-determined areas and does 
not provide any assessment of risk in other areas on site. 

Tactile inspections of five sample areas (Kitchen Range/Leigh Hall (A), Gatehouse and Foretower (B), 
remaining Stack of masonry at the North end of the Kitchen Range (C), the Outer Gate (D) and the Doocot (E) 
were  completed from an alloy tower  or using rope access/steeple jack teams (observed with GoPro 
Cameras).
