3. Design vour own shield to represent what’s
important to you.

you use your catapult to fire at the castle
defences?

e Edinburgh Castle map: can you write down
the coordinates of where your catapult missiles
land?

e Castle den/chalk castle: can you throw
beanbags or scrunched up balls of paper into
it? From how far away can you make an
accurate throw?
